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In last year’s budget, the California legislature combined the four unique literacy services provided by libraries under one chapter (4.6) entitled the California Library Literacy and English Acquisition Services Program (or California Library Literacy Services (CLLS) as it's known statewide). As a result of this change, California State Library staff members have streamlined the funding and reporting processes so that all four services are locally administered as a unified effort. $5.3 million has been allocated to CLLS and on page 10 of this report, there is a breakdown of the 106 library jurisdictions that have received CLLS funding, indicating which literacy services each of those libraries provides. A description of each of the four services is as follows:

( Adult Literacy Services

For 20 years, Adult Literacy Services have been readily available through California’s public libraries. These critical services help English-speaking adults improve their reading and writing skills so they can reach their potential as workers, parents, community members and life-long learners. 
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The key to the success of these services is that they’re provided in a one-to-one or small group setting by trained volunteers. As a result, a customized approach can be taken with each adult. This individualization means that adults learn what they need to learn, at their own pace, and are able to directly apply their new skills to their lives. Library literacy staff provide outreach and support services such as recruitment, initial and ongoing training, and coordination of volunteer tutors and learners.

Adult Literacy Services represent a partnership between state and local government, a partnership working to improve the literacy skills of more than 20,000 Californians annually. Just last year, over 10,000 trained tutors contributed 612,000 hours of instructional time and all of this was offered free of charge to the adults who requested it.

As "the people’s university," public libraries are ideal settings for Adult Literacy Services. They’re easily accessed in most communities and provide a congenial, information-rich environment in which adult learners can thrive. 
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Adult Literacy Services are also a good value for the State of California.  Since the inception of CLLS, the funding formula has rewarded those programs that develop local support. The idea was that if these programs were generating local dollars, it was an indication of how valuable these services were to the community.  As it turns out, Adult Literacy Services are extremely well leveraged.  In FY 2002-03, the State Library distributed $3.9 million dollars to public libraries statewide to support their Adult Literacy Services, a fraction of what it takes to run and support these programs.  However, the local libraries generated four times that amount, $16.8 million in support from cities, counties, businesses, foundations and other sources.  The state’s contribution has served as leverage for local fundraising, yet the fact remains that the State is under-funding a program that provides incomparable value to its citizens.  

Adult Literacy Vital Information:

· One-to-one and small group tutoring for adults in a library setting

· Volunteer-based instruction

· Free services personalized to the learner’s reading and writing needs

· 25,492 adults received instruction in 2002/03 in 106 library systems

· 591,960 instructional hours were donated by 12,148 volunteers in 2002/03

( Families for Literacy Services
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In 1988 the California State Legislature created the Families for Literacy (FFL) Program, a statewide family literacy initiative for public libraries already providing adult literacy services, to extend those services to include the families of low literate adults with preschool children. Families for Literacy programs work to introduce adult learners and their families to the value and joy of reading, helping assure that each child will enter school ready to read.

Family Literacy Vital Information:

· Special library programs and story-times modeling reading aloud for adult learners actively enrolled in literacy services and their families

· Quality children’s books given away to 4,925 participating families in 76 public library systems in 2002/03 in order to build home libraries 

· An average of 6 books per child distributed to 13,534 children in 2002/03

· In all, 84,664 gift books were distributed to participating families last year


( English Language & Literacy Intensive

The English Language & Literacy Intensive (ELLI) program was created to provide innovative, bilingual and English-language instruction for targeted school-age children so that they can better perform on school-administered standardized tests. This instruction – both curriculum-based and extra-curricular – is provided by staff and volunteers and is designed to meet the individual needs and goals of the children receiving the services.

ELLI programs can be distinguished from other programs which target English language learning children, by their focus on the whole family.  By creating customized programs and strategies for children and their parents, ELLI lays the foundation for a home environment where English can be learned, practiced and supported.

Though a major goal of ELLI is to increase the STAR results for participating children, programs are not “teaching to the test” nor are they duplicating the curriculum focus of the schools.  Instead they provide enriching supplemental instruction and activities where English can be applied in a real life setting. 

ELLI programs work directly with the parents of these children to bolster their English language literacy skills, to familiarize them with the library and the schools, and to foster the influential role that parents can play in preparing their children for a lifetime of enjoyment and success in reading and writing.

ELLI programs are encouraged to use materials and instructional methods determined locally to meet the unique language-learning needs of these children and adults.  Services provided by ELLI programs emphasize the concerns and philosophies that have made the adult and family literacy services described above so successful.  

ELLI is currently being reviewed by an outside evaluator, MGT of America.  To date, MGT has submitted three reports as part of their evaluation.  The highlights of the latest, which was just published (2/19/2004), are as follows: 

Compared to their ELL(English Language Learner) peers, ELLI students' achievement on standardized tests is generally higher.  In addition, teachers report improvements in classroom academic skills. In 2002, ELLI students were equally likely as their ELL peers to score at or above the 50th national percentile rank, and on average, scored between 3 and 9 percentile points higher than their peer group across exam subject areas. In 2003, ELLI students were more likely than their ELL peers to score at or above the 50th national percentile rank. In addition, they increased their advantage over their peers, scoring on average between 12 and 16 percentile points higher across exam subject areas. Feedback from ELLI students’ classroom teachers provide additional evidence that ELLI students are improving their academic skills at a somewhat faster pace than their ELL peers. English Language & Literacy Intensive Vital Information:

· Services to school-age children who are learning to speak English

· Family component involves parents and siblings in fun, library-based programs

· Served 13,253 English language learning schoolchildren (a 169% increase from 2000-01) and 4,013 English language learning parents in 2002-03 (a 101% increase from 2000-01)

( Mobile Library Literacy Services

Mobile Library Literacy Services (MLLS) were developed by the California State Library in partnership with the California Children and Families Commission. MLLS vehicles deliver literacy and other services to "hard to reach" and other underserved families in many parts of the state.

Nearly the size of a school bus, the 32-foot vehicles offer extensive programming in conjunction with the literacy services described above. There are story times, language development activities such as puppet shows, and books for circulating and giving away. The programming models reading behaviors for parents, so children can continue their learning at home.

The MLLS vehicles visit low-income housing developments, migrant camps, local day care centers, Head Start programs, recreation centers, family resource centers and community health clinics to reach their target audience of families with children ages 0-5.

The vehicles were made possible initially by a $2.1 million grant from the California Children and Families Commission, now known as First 5 California.  The grant was for the years 2000 - 2002. Now, all 11 vehicles are fully operational, and funded with a combination of State Library, local library and local Children and Families Commission funds.

MLLS' primary goal is to ensure that all children will be ready for school by age 5. One key benefit to the vehicle is that it allows young children to interact in a group setting, helping them to gain social skills as well as reading readiness skills crucial for thriving once they enter school. This is especially helpful in rural areas, where children may stay at home with their mothers and arrive at kindergarten less socially prepared than their peers. MLLS will serve children 0-5 and their parents and/or care providers.

On-board computers enable families without computers at home to become familiar with a mouse and keyboard and to access educational software and the Internet. MLLS staff encourage families to make a trip to the public library to continue learning and exploring once they see how much fun it can be.

Mobile Library Literacy Services Vital Information:

· Not just bookmobiles, these units bring services to families in need

· MLLS help overcome the barriers of language, isolation and lack of transportation for families

· Provide children ages 0-5 and their parents with a variety of preschool experiences and activities to support school readiness

· Visit California’s low-income housing developments, migrant camps, daycare centers, and health clinics in 11 library jurisdictions

· Reached 19,360 children and gave out 16,054 books in a 6-month period (January – June, 2002)

Role of the California State Library

The Role of the California State Library has been to administer the funds allocated to California Library Literacy Services and to support the local entities in their day-to-day provision of literacy services in their respective communities. To this end, the State Library has developed a strategic plan for service. Strategic goals and the results that the plan has engendered are as follows:

( Strategic Goal #1:  Increase and Diversify Funding Sources

The need for increased funding for local library literacy services is driven by both an increased demand for services, and the State's current economic situation, which may affect both State and local funding sources.  A related problem is the increasing amount of time spent by literacy staff in fundraising activities, sometimes to the detriment of their ability to serve more adult learners.  Strategies must be developed to identify additional potential funding sources in order to stabilize local services.

State Library Strategic Activities in 2003-04:

· Re-tooled literacy application forms to conform to the new legislative “block grant” approach of four literacy services under a single umbrella. The local jurisdictions have now been given flexibility to distribute the dollars they receive from the State however they see fit while maintaining pre-defined minimum standards. This has enabled them to better customize literacy services to the local community need.

· Created a policy of continual funding for all state-funded literacy programs. Contingent upon meeting certain minimum standards and the availability of state funds, existing library literacy services are ensured continued funding.

· Secured one of the highly competitive AmeriCorps grants through the Governor’s Office on Service and Volunteerism (GOSERV) and the Corporation for National Service.  This project has placed 43 AmeriCorps Members (17 full time and 26 part time) in 17 library literacy services around the state. This represents an approximate 10% increase in FTE providing library literacy services around the state. This 3 year AmeriCorps grant has an annual budget of about $850,000.

· Designed mini-grant opportunities for library literacy services including funding for providing pediatric literacy through the Reach Out and Read program and adult learner book discussions through the Speaking of Reading program (both federally funded with Library Services and Technology Act funds).

· Published the California Library Literacy Services Funding Sources Directory, which outlines the various sources of funding available to library literacy services and gives practical tips and testimonials from libraries that have experience accessing those funds.

( Strategic Goal #2:  Expand Public Awareness

Maintaining public awareness about literacy issues has been critical to achieving on-going public support for library literacy services. Continued public interest and understanding translates into volunteerism and development of other resources which can strengthen local services.  At the same time, the State Library must monitor societal issues that affect and are affected by literacy services, and stay on the cutting edge with statewide programming.  

State Library Strategic Activities in 2003-04:

· Worked collaboratively with California Literacy, a non-profit literacy organization, on a statewide literacy promotion: the "Cities that Read" Campaign, which includes literacy awareness messages on billboards, bus posters and other media.

· Collaborated with Wal*Mart as a corporate partner on the Americorps grant to foster financial and volunteer support.

· Published and distributed Easy Voter Guides – “a guide for new or busy voters” – in collaboration with the Secretary of State’s Office and the League of Women Voters: 1.8 million guides for the special election in November and 3.2 million for the primary in March (these numbers include newspaper circulation, e.g. the San Francisco Chronicle carried the EVG for all of its subscribers).

· Completely redesigned the CLLS presence on the web at www.literacyworks.org/clls so that the site will serve as a recruitment tool for volunteers and adult learners, a public awareness tool for the general public, and an information resource for library literacy staff.

( Strategic Goal #3:  Focus on Assessment and Accountability 

The demand for program and learner outcome measures by policy-makers and funders has increased, necessitating agreement on a common language for measuring both learner and program success. Such a common approach will help to provide incentives for learners and tutors to continue in the program, for literacy administrators to shape program improvements, and for the State Library to aggregate local achievements in order to showcase the impact of the CLLS.

State Library Strategic Activities in 2003-04:

· Through a series of working meetings with the field, created a new evaluation tool, the Roles & Goals Form, which will be administered to every participating adult learner statewide to aggregate outcomes such as voting for the first time, reading aloud to a child for the first time, or getting a new job as a result of literacy services.  This tool incorporates concepts from Equipped for the Future (EFF), a national adult education accountability methodology, and Outcome Measures, the accountability practice of the United Way and many other non-profit organizations, into a streamlined state reporting system.

· Produced an Adult Learner Assessment Idea Source Book, supported by online resources, including video vignettes. This workbook is a comprehensive compilation of the tools and philosophies currently being put into practice statewide.

( Strategic Goal #4:  Enhance Staff Development 

To ensure the highest quality support for learners and volunteers, and to enhance the professional standing of local literacy staff within their libraries and within the field, the State Library has devised ways for local library literacy staff to improve their knowledge and skills.  Using limited statewide and local resources wisely, the CSL provides access to as many high quality training and networking opportunities as possible.

· Held the California Library Literacy Services Annual Meeting in conjunction with a quality literacy training event, the Cal Lit conference in October 2003, so that library literacy staff could take advantage of both meetings.

· In addition to "face-to-face" meetings, utilized a variety of meeting and training delivery technologies such as video-conferencing, webcasting/archiving, teleconferencing and on-line training programs to maximize the ability of literacy staff at all levels and in all parts of the state to participate. Complete with streaming video and PowerPoint slides, this interactive web cast was a simple and inexpensive way to hold a statewide meeting to introduce new concepts.
· Provided more sample materials, templates and program ideas on the CLLS website under “Staff Resources.”
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The State’s contribution to adult literacy services is leveraged dramatically by the local dollar commitment.





The mission of California Library Literacy Services is to enable Californians of all ages to reach their literacy goals and use library services effectively.
